Entry Criteria

To enrol in this programme, a potential student 
must:

› be at least 16 years of age
› be a New Zealand citizen (or citizen of 

Australia, Tokelau, Niue, Cook Islands) or 
permanent resident

› reside in New Zealand
› have successfully completed Kāwai Raupapa 

Level 4, a Level 4 Toi Māori qualification of 
at least 120 credits, or a portfolio showing 
evidence of equivalent experience

› attend an interview and selection process to 
demonstrate suitability to the programme

Qualification Awarded

When you pass this programme, you’ll get this 
qualification:

› New Zealand Diploma in Ngā Toi Level 5 
(Toi Ataata)

This is a full-time programme that consists of 
120 credits delivered over 38 weeks. Some of our 
locations offer different delivery modes. These 
will be confirmed by your local campus and 
might include:

Option 1: (Face to face delivery)

› 4 x 1-day wānanga (10 hours each)
