› the ability to critically consider the thinking 
behind tikanga and its many applications in te 
ao Māori and the modern world

› an operational ability to manage and 
apply tikanga in a range of diverse contexts 
including leadership, problem solving and 
rangahau

› an in-depth knowledge of tikanga protocols 
and cultural practices that provides solutions 
to modern day problems.

Entry Criteria

To enrol in this programme, a potential student 
must:

› be at least 16 years of age
› be a New Zealand citizen (or citizen of 

Australia, Tokelau, Niue, Cook Islands) or 
permanent resident

› reside in New Zealand
› have a Level 4 qualification in tikanga or 

relevant experience
› must attend an information hui with a 

kaiako.

This is a full-time programme that consists 
of 120 credits delivered over 40 weeks. 
Throughout the programme you will be 
required to attend:

› 8 x noho marae (25 hours each) and,

› tutorials, 1-day wānanga, Zoom hui or field  
 trips (an average of 1.2 hours per week) 

You’ll also need to participate in learning 
activities designed to enhance your learning 
for approximately: 

› 26.4 hours per week.

Dates of your noho marae, tutorials, 1-day 
wānanga, Zoom hui or field trips will be 
confirmed by your kaiako (tutor).  Some of the 
learning activities will need to be completed 
online. You’ll need to have access to an 
internet-connected device for this programme.
